5. Those things called “reserves.” Your professor sent you to 
the library to check out something ‘on reserve.’ You’re not 
sure what it is — or where to ask. Not to worry. It’s nothing 
more than a short-term checkout item that we keep at the 
lending services desk. Just ask. 
6. By hook or crook. Is there a book or article you would like 
to read that isn’t at Fintel or at the Hollins University library? 
No problem. We will ask every library from here to the West 
Coast to loan it to you until some library agrees to do it. 
Sound crazy? Test us. It’s called interlibrary loan service. 
7. One-on-one. Having trouble gathering sources for an   as-
signment? You can make an appointment to meet with a 
reference librarian who will spend about 20 minutes with 
you, helping you develop a search strategy. 
8. Go ahead. Cancel your Sports Illustrated subscription now. 
Why pay for magzines when you can check out over 40 
popular titles from the library? Heck, grab a bunch to check 
out! 
9. Taking requests. Is there a book or DVD you can think of 
that would make Fintel Library that much more perfect? Fill 
out the online form (link from the library’s webpage). If you 
speak, we try very hard to listen. 
10. Friendly library staff. Forget the librarian stereotype who 
gets paid to shush people all day long. Things are different 
here.

A 
picture says a thousand words! It’s a rich, colorful  resource for humanities, history, art, and other 
courses.

Herstory – This is a microfilm collection of dozens of feminist newsletters and publications such as 
Skirting the Capitol,  Ladder, Off Our Backs, Ain’t I a Woman, and the NOW newsletters from around the 
US from the 1950’s – 1970’s.  Most of the titles are listed in the catalog.  A complete listing is available 
on the ground floor, Fintel Library, along with the microfilm.    
 
AP MultiMedia Archive – We now have a subscription for an unlimited number of users. This interdisci-
plinary resource includes photographs, news, and graphics.  Roanoke College has copyright permission 
to use items from this resource in PowerPoint presentations.   
 
CSA Physical Education Index – includes dance, health, physical therapy, rec-
reation, sports, sports medicine, physical fitness, sport psychology, training 
and all sports activities.
