SHeLF LIF@ : Someone once said that you've held just about every single
book in this library. Is that possible? How can that be? Well, that is a bit of a
hyperbole, but if you consider | probably cataloged the vast majority of books
arriving since 1984, assisted in the barcoding project in 1991 and have shelf-read
from time to time, | have probably touched more books than anyone else here
now.

SHeLF LIF@ : Twenty years of working at Fintel Library. What's the big-
gest difference between Fintel today and Fintel of yesteryear? Ever get nos-
talgic about “good old days?” The biggest difference is the speed and effi-
ciency in performing our work. In the old days when the books came in, the cat
cards had to be ordered and shipped snail mail, then filed. Now, the record goes
into the system at the time of ordering and once the book arrives, it shows avail-
able in about 1 day. Further, any change made to the cards afterwards (call num-
ber, subject heading, etc.) was SO time-consuming. The cards had to be pulled,
corrected, then refiled. Now any changes are done in seconds with a few key
strokes in the online catalog ! Nostalgic? For any of the procedures--never, but
for the people who worked here--yes.

SHELF LIF@ : What's the difference between a good cataloger and a not-
so-good cataloger? Would the difference affect students who use the li-
brary?

Most definitely. The whole purpose of cataloging is to connect the materials with
the users. Catalogers are responsible for what you see in the catalog. If there
are mistakes in authors or titles, books can’t be found (accuracy counts!). If
proper and complete subjects aren’t assigned, people won't find the wealth of
materials we have. A good cataloger describes the item in terms of subjects, call
number, contents notes, and so on, such that however a person might search for
an item, he /she will find it.

SHELF LIF@ : What is the most interesting book you have ever cataloged?
That has to be General James Longstreet's From Manassas to Appomattox
(1896). | had just seen the movie Gettysburg, and lo and behold we get this gift
book not only written by the famous general, but also autographed! You can
imagine my thrill at seeing his signature while his battle scenes still swirled in my
mind!

SHELF LIF@: What is the oldest book you have ever cataloged? A pam-
phlet by Martin Luther, dated 1527. The most challenging book? A large group
of pamphlets on Calvinism, all in German, dated 1591-1592, bound in sheepskin
and hand-stitched. | had to call upon Dr. Ogier and his expertise as translator/
transcriber on that one. And all these are here at Fintel Library? They certainly
are! Our Archives is a veritable repository of fascinating finds!

SHELF LIF@: What kind of things do you find yourself doing on weekends?
| trust you mean fun things? If it's summer, you will probably find us out at Smith
Mt. Lake, skimming the waves in our boat. If it's winter we will be rehearsing for a
musical program (I am usually singing in some type of group) or socializing with
friends—we love playing board-games by the fireside.

SHEeLF LIF@: With a fifth of a century in memories here at RC, you’ve gotta
have some funny stories to tell. What's the funniest moment you can recall?
It was Halloween. Wanting to set the mood in Library, | brought in a cassette tape
of eerie noises: clanking chains, whistling wind, moaning and groaning. | cleared
it with the Library Director, and right before the end of the day put the tape on the
intercom system. My coworkers and | were cracking up as these spooky sounds

resonated throughout these normally silent halls! Just imagine!
